OHIO EPA ISSUES DRAFT STATEMENT OF BASIS FOR
CORRECTIVE MEASURES

On September 29, 2009, Ohio EPA issued a Statement of Basis to the former Reilly Tar and
Chemical Corporation Facility, (Reilly Tar), for its property located at 3201 Independence Road,
Cleveland, Ohio 44105. The EPA Identification Number for this facility is OHD083320945.

Why does Reilly Tar need a Statement of Basis?

Reilly Tar is addressing the contaminated soil and ground water site-wide that is subject to
corrective action. The Statement of Basis (SB) identifies Ohio EPA’s preferred remedies, explains
the reasons for the selection of the remedies, solicits public review and comments and provides
information on how the public can be involved in the remedy selection process. The SB allows
Reilly Tar to institute corrective action activities at the designated areas when a final decision is
issued.

1.0 INTRODUCTION

This statement of basis (SB) for the Former Reilly Tar and Chemical Corporation Facility
(Reilly Tar) facility in Cleveland, Ohio, is being issued by the Ohio Environmental Protection
Agency (Ohio EPA) to fulfill part of its public participation responsibilities as a delegated
state program under the federal Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA). The
SB explains the proposed corrective measures for addressing contaminated soil and
ground water at the Reilly Tar facility. Ohio EPA will select final corrective measures for
the facility only after the public comment period has ended and the information submitted
during this time has been reviewed and considered.

Under Ohio Hazardous Waste Facility requirements, Reilly Tar is conducting Corrective
Action at its facility to address contaminated areas to reduce risks to human health and the
environment. The Corrective Action process involves several key elements, each of which
helps to gather information necessary to support sound clean-up decisions. These
elements generally consist of a RCRA facility investigation, corrective measures study, and
corrective measures selection and implementation.

The first step in the Corrective Action process is a facility property investigation to define
the nature and extent of contamination at the facility. The information collected supports
selection and implementation of corrective measure(s). This step culminates with the
submission of the RCRA Corrective Action Investigation Final Report (RFI Report).

Upon completion of the investigation, the facility provides Ohio EPA with its proposed
corrective measure(s). Ohio EPA may decide to tentatively approve a proposed corrective
measure, tentatively select a different corrective measure, or require additional analysis of
corrective measure alternatives. Ohio EPA next presents its preliminary decision on
corrective measure selection for public comment by issuing a SB.

This summarizes information that can be found in greater detail in the Reilly Tar RCRA
Corrective Action Investigation Final Report (RFI) and in other documents that are part of
the administrative record for the facility. The RFI includes a human health risk assessment,
environmental risk assessment, and ground water impact on the Cuyahoga River.

Ohio EPA encourages the public to review these documents in order to gain a more
comprehensive understanding of the facility and the Corrective Action activities that have
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been conducted there. Section 6.0 of this SB identifies the location of the administrative
record. Ohio EPA may modify the proposed corrective measures or select another
corrective measure based on new information or public comments.

2.0 PROPOSED CORRECTIVE MEASURES

The proposed corrective measures for the Reilly Tar facility include providing an isolation
barrier 2 ft. thick over the facility property, operation and maintenance plan for the barrier,
ground water monitoring in the down gradient wells, ground water monitoring well
abandonment, and facility property use restrictions. Specific corrective measures at the
facility are summarized in Section 5.

3.0 FACILITY BACKGROUND 1)

This section discusses the environmental setting, geology and hydrogeology, operational
history and environmental investigations of the Reilly Tar facility. Figure 1 shows a facility
property layout map including all soil borings (SB) and monitoring well (MW) locations.

Environmental Setting

The Reilly Tar facility is located on 11.8 acres at 3210 Independence Road, Cleveland
Ohio. Land use surrounding the facility consists of large industrial/commercial business
with railroad and roadway right-of-way access points. The Cuyahoga River is located one-
quarter mile to the northwest with a northerly flow pattern that eventually discharges into
Lake Erie. The elevation difference between the Cuyahoga River and the facility property
is approximately 80 feet. Other industrial sites located around the facility property are
ArcelorMittal Steel to the north and west, the Sunoco petroleum transfer facility to the west,
Heidtman Steel Company to the east, and railroad siding and vacant commercial land to
the south. This area is zoned industrial and according to the City of Cleveland, should
remain industrial for the future. An industrial scenario was used in the risk assessment for
this site based on this information.

Topography across the facility property can be generally characterized as flat. The
northern portion of the property along Independence Avenue is elevated approximately 12
feet above the remaining facility property and encompasses about 2.5 acres. This elevated
portion is earthen with a gravel surface cover. The rest of the property consist of concrete
(former building foundations) and asphalt with minor areas consisting of soil and gravel.
The property is surrounded by chain link fence and access is via a locked gate in the
northwest corner.
