PWS Name:  Print or type name of public water system (PWS)


STU Name:  Print or type source treatment unit (STU) name.


PWSID#:  Enter the PWS ID number.


STUID#:  Enter the STU ID number.

Reporting Period:  Enter month and year in which data was collected.

CF used (if applicable):  Enter the CF which was used, if applicable.

Date:
Enter the date the sensor failed.

Reactor Number: Enter the reactor number which contained the failed sensor.

Duty Sensor Number:  Enter the duty sensor number which failed.

UV Sensor Operating Time:  Enter the number of hours of operating time for the failed sensor.

Reference Sensor Serial Number:  Enter the serial number for the failed sensor.

Duty UV Sensor Reading:  Enter the UV reading from the failed duty UV sensor.

Reference UV Sensor Reading: Enter the UV reading from the reference UV sensor.

Sensor Correction Factor:  Enter the sensor correction factor needed based on the evaluation done on given date. 
Selected UV Sensor CF:  Enter the maximum correction factor for the month.  This is the correction factor which must be used for all compliance calculations for the month that involve this reactor.
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
