To sit for the exam, you must have prior approval from EnviroCert International, Inc.  Approval is gained through an application process. There is no guarantee that the application will be processed, however, if your application is not processed and you submitted it to EnviroCert by April 30, 2012, we will schedule another Exam date for you.
