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Ohio EPA recognizes that there are a number of establishments in the state that generate a relatively small amount of fugitive dust from their roadways and parking areas.  Ohio EPA has also experienced the regulatory changes with Senate Bill 265 and changes in the approach to express Best Available Technology (BAT) in permits.  The main change to the roadways general permits is there will not be BAT emission limits.  Instead a site specific work practice plan to minimize or eliminate fugitive dust will be required.    There have also been updates to AP-42 equations and emission factors since Ohio’s general permits were first made available.  In order to help facilities obtain an air permit to better reflect these changes, Ohio EPA has added several options for facilities that apply for a roadways and parking areas permit, as well as revisions to existing general permits.   
· There will now be a straight exemption in Ohio Administrative Code (OAC) 3745-31-03 (jjj) for roadways and parking areas (facility-wide, either paved or unpaved) with less than 3800 vehicle miles traveled (VMT) per year, and have the potential to emit less than 5 tons of particulate emissions (PE) and less than 1.45 tons PM10 per year. 

· If a facility does not qualify for the straight exemption, they might qualify for the new Permit-by-Rule (PBR) exemption, which will be located in OAC 3745-31-03(C)(2)(l).  

· GPs 5.1 and 5.2 will be replaced with new GPs 5.1, 5.2, 5.3 and 5.4.  There will now be a separate GP number for Title V facilities and non-Title V facilities.   The vehicle miles traveled and the PE/PM10 potential emissions criteria have also been updated.  

· The table below summarizes the updated categories and DAPC’s new plan for permitting roadways and parking areas.  The table also shows where the existing GPs (that will no longer be available) would have fit in terms of thresholds for VMT and emissions.

Description of Changes reflected in General Permits 5.1, 5.2, 5.3 and 5.4 
· Existing Unpaved roadways and parking areas, with a maximum of 120,000 vehicle miles traveled per year (GP 5.1) will no longer be available.   It will be replaced with new GPs 5.1 for non-Title V facilities and GP5.2 for Title V facilities.  QC and MGP have revised Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT) per year:   GPs 5.1 and 5.2 now have a maximum of 125,000 VMT per year.  GPs for Title V facilities will no longer include a voluntary annual limit for PE and PM10 cited under OAC rule 3745-31-05 (F).  

· Existing Unpaved roadways and parking areas, with less than or equal to 300,000 vehicle miles traveled per year (GP 5.2) will no longer be available.   It will be replaced with new GPs 5.3 for non-Title V facilities and GP 5.4 for Title V facilities.  QC and MGP have revised VMT per year:  GPs 5.3 and 5.4 now have a maximum of 320,000 VMT per year.  GPs for Title V facilities will no longer include a voluntary annual limit for PE and PM10 cited under OAC rule 3745-31-05(F). 

· The largest change to GPs for Unpaved Roadways is Best Available Technology (BAT).  GPs will no longer have annual PE and PM10 limitations cited under BAT (OAC rule 3745-31-05(A)(3)).  GPs will no longer have the VE limitation cited under BAT (OAC) rule 3745-31-05 (A)(3).  OAC rule 3745-31-05 (A)(3) now states “Develop and implement a site-specific work practice plan designed as described in paragraph d)(x) below to minimize or eliminate fugitive dust emissions.’  Title V and non-Title V facilities will now need to develop a work practice plan as a requirement of GPs 5.1, 5.2, 5.3 and 5.4.   

· Changes to Chapter 17 limits and citations:  GPs no longer contain the phrase ‘(applicable only if this emissions unit is located in an area identified in Appendix A of OAC rule 3745-17-08’) for OAC rule 3745-17-07 (B) (5).  The corresponding VE limit of ‘No visible PE except for 13 minutes during any 60 minute period’ is now specified in the emission limits table for 17-07(B)(5).  GPs now have a VE requirement under OAC rule 3745-17-07(B)(4) that states ‘No visible PE except for 6 minutes during any 60-minute period.’

· Updated AP-42 Equations: The MGP’s and Qualifying Criteria (QC) are now based upon the updated AP-42 equations and emission factors found in AP-42: Section 13.2.2 (11/06), equation 1(a).  

· Potential to Emit:  QC now includes PM10  in addition to Particulate Emissions (PE) in the potential to Emit (PTE) calculations to be in accordance with current criteria pollutants.  The maximum PTE for GPs 5.1 and 5.2 is 25 tons PE per year and 7.2 tons PM10 per year.  The maximum PTE for GPs 5.3 and 5.4 is 65 tons PE per year and 19.1 tons PM10 per year.
