III. Records Review

The summary details the results of the inspection and a schedule of any actions to be taken to (1) continue operation and maintenance of the leachate management system, the surface water management system, any explosive gas extraction and/or control system, any explosive gas monitoring system, and the ground water monitoring system; and (2) maintain the integrity and effectiveness of the cap system.

Fulfilling all monitoring and reporting required for ground water monitoring, explosive gas monitoring, landfill emission monitoring and any other monitoring required by any orders or authorizing documents.
