PROPOSED CONSENT ORDER

The Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (Ohio EPA) and Enviro Artscaping, inc. and
Gerald Richter have entered into a proposed Consent Order to resolve a Complaint
filed against Enviro Artscaping, Inc. on October 21, 2008 in the Defiance County Court
of Common Pleas, Case No. 03-CV-36440. The proposed Consent Order would
require Enviro Artscaping, Inc. to immediately comply with the requirements of Ohio
Revised Code Chapters 3734 and 6111 at its property located at 055567 State Route 66
North, Defiance, Defiance County, Ohio ("Property”). The proposed Consent Order
requires Enviro Artscaping, Inc. fo cease acceptance of “solid waste” as defined in R.C.
Chapter 3734 and “industrial waste” and “other waste” as defined in R.C. 6111.01 at the
Property. In addition, the proposed Consent Order requires Enviro Artscaping, Inc. to
aliow Ohio EPA, Defiance County, and/or their contractors to have full use of the
Property or any portion thereof for stream and/or wetlands mitigation and/or
conservation purposes. The proposed Consent Order requires Enviro Ariscaping, Inc.
to allow Ohio EPA, Defiance County, and or/contractors fo use materials on the
Property for the purposes of stream and/or wetlands mitigation, or grading of the
Property.
