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Ohio’s Clean Diesel School Bus Fund


Awarded Grants, April, 2008
During the spring, 2008 grant cycle, Ohio EPA awarded the following eight grants to school districts, for a total of  $278,418.20.   These grants will install pollution control technology on 109 buses, and achieve an estimated annual emission reduction of 193.8 pounds of particulates, 1,771.4 pounds of carbon monoxide, and 862.6 pounds of hydrocarbons.

Bay Village City Schools, Cuyahoga County, $40,257 to retrofit 6 buses with diesel multi-stage filters and 8 buses with closed crankcase filtration systems, #B2008S-003. Sycamore Community Schools, Hamilton County, $39,817 to retrofit 29 buses with diesel oxidation catalysts and closed crankcase filtration systems, #B2008S-008. Crestwood Local Schools, Portage County, $9,276 to retrofit 5 buses with diesel oxidation catalysts and closed crankcase filtration systems, #B2008-010. Since this grant program began in 2006, Ohio EPA has awarded $1.6 million to install pollution control equipment on 652 school buses statewide, and remove more than nine and a half tons of pollutants from the air.  The next grant application deadline will be September 2, 2008.
