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Ohio’s Clean Diesel School Bus Fund


Awarded Grants, October, 2007
During the fall, 2007 grant cycle, Ohio EPA awarded the following six grants to school districts, for a total of  $321,451.17.   These grants will install pollution control technology on 159 buses, and achieve an estimated annual emission reduction of 237 pounds of particulates, 3,201 pounds of carbon monoxide, and 1,916 pounds of hydrocarbons.  
Vandalia-Butler City Schools, Montgomery County, $92,105 to retrofit 7 buses with catalyzed continuously regenerating technology,  #B2007F-018. Highland Local Schools, Morrow County, $51,345 to retrofit 7 buses with diesel particulate filters, #B2007F-019.   As an in-kind match for the grant, the district is replacing two older, higher emissions buses with new 2007 buses equipped with these filters. Mason City Schools, Warren County, $31,417 to retrofit 40 buses with diesel oxidation catalysts, #B2007F-020.  The district will install this equipment on an additional four buses as its in-kind match for the grant.  Contact:  Carole Abrams, abramsc@mason.k12.oh.us or (513) 398-6682.  

Revere Local Schools, Summit County, $57,354.17 to retrofit 20 buses with diesel oxidation catalysts and pre-heaters, #B2007F-021. Lakewood Local Schools, Licking County, $16,720 to retrofit 19 buses with diesel oxidation catalysts, #B2007F-022.  Contact:  Mike Whittington, iwhittington@laca.org or (740) 928-8886.  

Riverside Local Schools, Lake County, $72,600 to retrofit 66 buses with diesel oxidation catalysts, #B2007F-023.  Contact:  Ted Davis, pa_davis@lgca.org or (440) 357-5571.  
Since this grant program began in 2006, Ohio EPA has awarded $1.4 million to install pollution control equipment on 545 school buses statewide, and remove more than eight tons of pollutants from the air.  The next grant application deadline will be March 3, 2008.
