Local air quality affects how you
live and breathe. Like the weather,
it can change from day to day or
even hour to hour.

Colored bars indicate the level of pollution and associated health
concern. The higher the value, the greater the level of air pollution
and the greater the health concern.

Air quality is acceptable; however,
for some pollutants there may be a
Moderate moderate health concern for a very
small number of people who are
unusually sensitive to air pollution.
